Biography

Vladimir Ghiaurov, son of the celebrated bass Nic@hiaurov, was born in Sofia Bulgaria. He
began his musical training as a pianist at the €masorio Giuseppe Verdi in Milan, Italy and
continued his education in Austria at the ViennasM-Academie, where he studied conducting
and composition. In Vienna he worked with MaestarlkOsterreicher, who considered him the
most talented student he has ever had. Later 8reima he worked with Maestro Franco Ferrara.

Mr. Ghiaurov made his conducting debut in Italyli®80. Since then he has been invited by
Opera Houses and Orchestras in France, Italy, S@enmany, Austria, Denmark, Norway,
Bulgaria, Czech Republic, Hungary, Russia, Switaed| Japan and Taiwan. He was a guest
conductor at the Vienna State Opera, Moscow’s Bol$heatre, Berlin’s Konzerthaus, Tokyo’s
Suntory Hall. For almost ten years he served asiraipal conductor of the Philharmonic
Orchestra of Plovdiv, Bulgaria. For three conseeutears (2003,2004,2005) he has been
opening the season of Sofia National Opera, Witim Carlos MacbethandOtello. In 2005 he
appeared wittRigoletto at the Opera Ireland in Dublin. In 2007 he condddt barbiere di
Sivigliain Prague and Salzburg and in 2@Q@8fanciulla del Wesin Sofia.

His successful performances have been receivedemihmous enthusiasm by the international
press and the audiences world-wide. He has cobébdrwith many prominent artist such as:
